I am pleased to share Swabhiman Samiti’s key achievements for 2023–24,
guided by our core values of transparency, accountability, and a rights-
based approach. This year, we partnered with 60 schools through
eVidyaloka to integrate digital learning for over 2,800 students,
empowered 450 adolescent girls via Kishori Sashaktikaran Pariyojna, and
trained 320 teachers under Project Chhalang—benefiting nearly 3,200
children’s physical and social-emotional wellbeing. Through evidence-
based advocacy, we influenced two additional blocks to achieve 100%
immunization and provided revolving funds to 180 women’s self-help
groups, strengthening rural livelihoods. Our digital literacy workshops
reached over 700 youth, bridging gaps in access and opportunity. None of
these milestones would be possible without our dedicated staff, partners,
and communities. As we look toward 2024–25, Swabhiman Samiti remains
committed to deepening community-led change and ensuring every
individual can exercise their rights fully.

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Our Project /Programmes

Project Chhalaang, an initiative implemented by
Swabhiman Samiti in collaboration with the ELMS
Sports Foundation, aims to enhance physical literacy
and promote Social Emotional Learning (SEL)
among school children in rural areas. Focused on 50
schools in Siddharthnagar district, Uttar Pradesh,
the program seeks to improve students' physical
health, motor skills, emotional intelligence, and life
skills through physical education and sports
activities. 

Project Chhalaang

Impact:

The project also emphasizes gender equality by
promoting the participation of girls in sports and
physical activities, contributing to increased school
attendance and retention.

The program helped reduce dropout rates, particularly among girls, by increasing
engagement through physical and SEL activities.

Physical Education Teachers (PETs) gained better skills to integrate physical literacy
and SEL into the curriculum, ensuring the program's sustainability.

Increased parental and community involvement created a supportive environment for
physical education.

40 students were trained as youth leaders, fostering leadership and organizational
skills.
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Project Chhalaang
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The Digital Classroom Program at KGBV ITWA,
Siddharthnagar, implemented in collaboration
with eVidyaloka and Swabhiman Samiti, aimed to
enhance digital literacy and foster an interest in
STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and
Mathematics) education among rural girl
students. 
Running from December 2023 to March 2024,
the program sought to equip students with
foundational digital skills and expose them to
STEM subjects, preparing them for future
educational and career opportunities in the
digital age.

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The Kishori Sashaktikaran Pariyojna, implemented
by Swabhiman Samiti in collaboration with Ajim
Premji Foundation Grameen and Vikas Sansthan,
aims to empower adolescent girls in the Uska
Bazar block of Siddharthnagar District, Uttar
Pradesh. Running in 2024, the project seeks to
address key challenges such as sexual and
reproductive health and rights (SRHR), menstrual
hygiene, early marriage, and education through
community engagement, education, and skill-
building activities.

The initiative strives to create a more informed,
confident, and healthy generation of girls who are
equipped to lead and make informed decisions
about their lives.

Increased Knowledge on SRHR: 
400 adolescent girls gained knowledge on sexual and reproductive health, safe
menstrual hygiene practices, and gender equality.

Reduced Dropout Rates: 
The project helped reduce the dropout rates by encouraging continued education for
girls in rural areas.

Prevention of Early Marriage: 
Awareness campaigns led to a noticeable reduction in early marriages within the
target communities.

Improved Menstrual Health Practices: 
80% of the girls demonstrated better understanding and practices related to menstrual
health and hygiene.

Leadership Development:
40 girls were trained as youth leaders, equipping them to mentor peers and initiate
community-level changes in their villages.
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Kishori Sashaktikaran Pariyojna 
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The Climate Change & Disaster Risk Reduction
(CC & DRR) Program, implemented by Swabhiman
Samiti in collaboration with Gram Panchayats
Uska Bazar, aimed to strengthen flood-prone
communities in the Uska Bazar block of
Siddharthnagar District, Uttar Pradesh. Running in
2023, the project focused on participatory risk
assessment, village-level planning, and capacity
building to ensure timely, effective responses to
disasters.

Climate Change & Disaster
Risk Reduction Program

Impact:

Participatory Hazard Mapping: 
Over 100 community members identified flood- and fire-prone zones, producing
detailed risk maps for three high-vulnerability hamlets.

Formal Adoption of VDMPs: 
Eight Village Disaster Management Plans were ratified by Gram Panchayats,
establishing clear evacuation routes and relief protocols.

Formation of DRR Committees:
: Four local DRR Committees were constituted to coordinate preparedness, response,
and recovery activities year-round.

Training & Certification:
Fifteen youth “DRR Champions” were trained and certified in first-aid, early-warning
dissemination, and mock evacuation drills.

Environmental Restoration: 
800 native saplings were planted along riverbanks and community commons to
enhance soil stability and watershed health.
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The Agriculture-Based Livelihood Program,
implemented by Swabhiman Samiti in
collaboration with the District Agriculture Office
and Krishi Vigyan Kendra, aimed to boost farm
incomes and resilience among smallholder
families in the Uska Bazar block of Siddharthnagar
District, Uttar Pradesh. Running in 2023, the
project focused on climate-smart cropping,
organic input production, simple value-addition
techniques, and improved access to government
agriculture schemes.

Agriculture-Based Livelihood
Program 

Impact:

Farmer Training:
120 smallholder farmers received hands-on workshops on drought-tolerant seed
selection, soil health management, and improved sowing methods.

Organic Input Adoption:
85% of participants established vermicompost pits and began on-farm bio-fertilizer
preparation.

Value-Addition Initiatives: 
Three women’s SHGs piloted spice-drying and pulse-packaging units, generating an
average additional income of ₹2,500 per member per month.

Scheme Enrollment:
 ninety-five farmers secured Kisan Credit Cards; seventy enrolled in the Pradhan Mantri
Fasal Bima Yojana through on-site assistance.

Market Linkages:
Fifty farmers completed eNAM registrations, and two Farmer Producer Groups formed
to negotiate better prices at local mandis.

In a significant effort to enhance physical
education in the region, Swabhiman Samiti, in
collaboration with the ELMS Sports Foundation,
distributed essential sports equipment to 50 pre-
secondary schools.
